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Welcome to PWU-VLES version 2.0 Beta

This user guide will help you on how to use the Virtual Learning Environment System (VLES) and its added features in the newest version.
Historical Highlights of PWU-VLES

Since 2002, Dr. Antonio E. Refre, an e-Learning Consultant, accomplished the task of developing and establishing a Web application system that can deliver courses online. Together with a set of programmers who worked with him, the PWU Virtual Learning Environment System (VLES) was created.

In 2003, A customized Virtual Learning Environment System (VLES) was piloted for Master of Education (MAED) courses.

In 2004, the VLES became fully operational. More than two hundred graduate students enrolled in the 1st Trimester of SY 2005-2006 benefited from the use of the VLES in their studies.
In 2006, The VLES became fully operational in the Undergraduate program (PWU Taft and Quezon City) starting the 1st Trimester.

The system continues to evolve in 2007 as a simplified VLES was developed and implemented for students and teachers of PWU High School and JASMS Manila.

Now in June 2008, an improved version of PWU-VLES was released as a part of the continuing development of PWU websites and its online components. The system undergoes major modifications for better and efficient use of the existing system.
Technical Background of VLES 2.0

VLES is developed under PHP: Hypertext Preprocessor (php), a widely-used general-purpose scripting language that is especially suited for Web development and can be embedded into HTML1. 

With the new version 2.0, VLES utilizes Dynamic HTML (DHTML), a term used by some vendors to describe the combination of HTML, style sheets and scripts that allows documents to be animated2; and Cascading Style Sheets (CSS), a W3C standard style and layout model for HTML3. It also uses JavaScript, the scripting standard for HTML4, for added security.

· Modified Online Users in the Faculty VLES for easy retrieval and display of list
· Dean’s Room undergoes major revisions

Visual Interface of VLES 2.0 Beta
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1. Page Navigation – displays the virtual classroom description and the subject title

2. VLES Main Menu – menu of the major features of the VLES

3. Function Icons – icons that perform certain actions when clicked

4. Hypertext Links – underlined text that perform certain features when clicked
5. Webmaster Link – click to contact the webmaster via mail for inquiries.
System Requirements for VLES
· Web browser: Internet Explorer 6 or above; Mozilla Firefox 1.5 or above with Javascript and cookies enabled (default setting)
· Internet Connection: at least DSL connection

· Monitor: at least 800 x 600 screen resolution

· Computer: any computer brand (Pentium, AMD) with at least 256MB RAM is ideal

· OS: Windows 98, ME, 2000, XP, and Linux OS

Getting Started with PWU-VLES

1. Go to PWU Quezon City main website http://www.pwuquezoncity.com and click 

QC-VLES link.
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2. Choose from the menu which Course level you will enter (Graduate Courses, Undergraduate Courses).
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3. Click Faculty Entrance
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Logging-in to your VLES Account

1. Click the Username textbox and type your username.

2. Click the Password textbox and type your password
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Click the Log-in button.
Note:

The default username and password for the VLES is the initials of your name; the first three (3) letters are capitalized. Please refer to the table below to check your default username.

VLES Account Retrieval


To retrieve your account:
1. Click the “Forget your username/password?” hyperlink below the Log-in button in the login box.

2. Enter your ID number in the VLES ID Number textbox     
       (You can inquire the VLES ID Number through Web/Online Education Office, Tel. 526-8421 loc. 121)
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3. Enter your e-mail address in the  E-mail Address textbox 
4. Click the Submit Request  
(Note: The system will generate e-mail containing information about your VLES account to the e-mail address you have provided. Please enter a valid and active e-mail address in order to retrieve your account successfully.)
My Profile
To modify your account information (e.g. change e-mail address, address and phone numbers) and post your photo, go to the My Profile page. 
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Change My Personal Information

1. Click the “My Profile” in the VLES Main Menu

2. Click the “Modify My Profile” hypertext link.

3. Fill-up the form with desired information. You can also upload your picture by clicking the “Browse” button and open your image file in your computer. 
4. Click the Update Profile button.
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Change Password
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1. Click the “My Profile” in the VLES Main Menu

2. Click the “Change Password” hypertext link.

3. Fill-up the form with your current password and your new password.

4. Click the Submit Password button.
(Note: the system will log-out after you submitted the form. You can now try your new password after. A generated e-mail will be sent to your e-mail address and to the webmaster for notification.)

This page will list the subjects assigned for the current term.

         or click the Subject Description hypertext link to enter the virtual classroom.
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Bulletin Board

Faculty users can post their announcements and edit it for corrections, additional message, and more.
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Post a New Announcement/Reminder

1. Click the “Post Announcement/Reminder” hypertext link

2. Fill up the form with the topic title and your announcement.

3. Once finished, clicked the Post New Announcement button.
(Note: Every time a faculty user enters a new announcement, the system will generate e-mail to the students enrolled in certain subject, notifying them it in their VLES.)
Editing your Posted Announcement/Reminder

1. Click the Edit icon [image: image2.png]


 to edit the topic title and messages inside the textbox.

2. Click Post Edited Announcement button. The post date will be updated afterwards.
Delete Announcement/Reminder

Modules

This is a new feature in VLES 2.0 wherein the system will load the modules automatically once the subject code matches with the id code of the modules. This feature is currently enabled in the Graduate School Mixed Mode Program.

At present, only the web administrators can upload the modules within the server.
Download File (Course Contents)

To download the file, click the Download icon.[image: image4.png]

Delete File (Course Contents)

Uploading Course Materials
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1. Click “Upload Course Materials” hypertext link.

Fill up the form with the description of the file you will upload.

3. Click the Browse button
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4. From your computer’s navigation window, locate the file that you will upload.

Example: My file is saved in My Documents folder, so I will go to

My Documents and find the file I will upload to my virtual classroom
Choose the file by clicking it and click the Open button to continue.
5. Click Submit File.
Notes:

a. As of version 2.0, the system detects if your filename has special characters like quotation marks, commas, and other ASCII symbols that causes error in your file when uploaded. The system will warn you when detected and asked you to rename you filename before submitting it again.

b. Your filename should be short (maximum limit of 20 characters, and space is considered also a character).

As of version 2.0, only the faculty users can access all the files submitted by the students.           
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Download File (Posted Files)
To download the file, click the Download File hypertext link. After that, you have the option to open the file after download or save it in your computer and open it later.

The Posted Files page will display 20 entries at a time.  You can view the next set of entries by clicking the navigation hyperlink text (Previous, Next, and the numbers) located at the bottom of the list.
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Web References
This is the page where faculty users can post the URL or address of the websites they want to share with the students  
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Posting Web Links and References
1. Click the “Post Web Links and References” hypertext link.

2. Fill up the form with the description of the website you will post and the URL address.

Note: When placing the URL address, do not forget the prefix http:// at the beginning of the address. 

3. Click the Post Web Reference 
Editing Web Links and References

1. Click the Edit icon. [image: image7.png]


 You can now edit the description and the URL address inside the textbox.

2. Click Post Edited Web Reference button.

Delete Web Links and References
To delete the web link the list, click the Delete icon. [image: image8.png]



Class Discussion
This is the page where faculty and student can post messages and replies to a topic created similar to online message board/forum. The “threaded” discussion layout from earlier version is retained.





Posting New Topic


1. Click the “Post a New Topic” hypertext link.

2. Fill up the form with the topic title, short summary of your message, and your entire message in thee textbox fields.
3. Click Post New Topic to submit.

Delete Main Topic and Reply

To delete a main topic from the list, click the Delete icon. [image: image9.png]




To delete a reply under a main topic, click the Delete Reply icon. 


Delete function is available only in the Faculty VLES.

Please note that if the main topic has generated replies, the main topic will be automatically locked (indicated by lock icon [image: image10.png]


  ) and cannot be deleted.
Reply to a Main Topic

1. Click on the Main Topic hypertext link you want.

2. Type your reply in the Reply Box form.

3. Click Post New Topic button to submit your reply.

Note:

a. Below the Reply Box is the list of replies under the main topic above. Once you have submitted a reply, it will add to the list.

b. An e-mail notification will be sent to the other members of the classroom once a main topic or a reply has been posted.
Class Members
This page will display the faculty and students for the subject. The Faculty can also view the profile by clicking on the name of the student.  


Removing the Picture of a Class Member

Faculty members can remove the picture of a class member, if the content is not suitable, by clicking the Remove Picture hypertext link.

Grade Check
This is the page where faculty users can post the grades of the students for the subject. The students can only see their own grades in their respective virtual classroom. As of version 2.0, it was modified to display the major grades of the student.




Faculty users can encode grades individually or by batch list.

Encode Grades of a Student Individually

1. Click the Edit icon. [image: image11.png]


 You can grades and the remark of the student in the textbox.

2. Click Post Edited Grades button when finished.

Encode Grades of Students by Batch

1. Click the “Encode Grades by Batch” hypertext link.

2. Fill up the forms with grades and remarks for each student.

3. Click Post Batch Grades button when finished.

Online Users

This is the page where faculty users can view the time logs of users for the subject. They can view the time logs by current date, specified date, or by student name.


View Time Logs by Date

1. Specify in the drop-down boxes the date you want to see the time logs. Note that the current date is the default value of the boxes.

2. Click Submit Date.


View Time Logs by Student Name

You can see the entire log of a student by clicking the student name or by clicking the time log icon 


Re-post Function

This is a new feature of VLES 2.0 that caters the needs of the faculty users handling same subjects but in different sections. Instead of posting the announcements, course materials, and web references repeatedly in other virtual classrooms (other sections) of the same subject. 

The Re-post function is now activated for easier and uploading of files for each section.

Faculty should post materials on one section before using the re-post function. 
This function is available in the following: Bulletin Board, Course Contents, and Web References.

How to Re-Post Materials to Other Sections


1. Click the Re-post icon

2.  Choose from the list of subjects where you want to re-post the material by marking the checkbox.
Note: the system will automatically display the list of subjects with the same subject code as with the active classroom. This is based on the faculty room assignment of a professor. If there is no match, then there will be no list of subjects available.

3. Click the Re-post Course Material.
You can now check the re-posted materials in other sections by entering in the respective virtual classroom.
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
